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Givatayim Centennial

Givatayim is celebrating 100 years of vision and
fulfiliment, quality of life and unique community living.
The city’s roots stem back to ancient times. Coffins and
clay pots from the Chalcolithic period were excavated
on Kozlovsky Hill and the remains of a Hellenistic
period fort were discovered in the southern part of the
city.

After WWI, a group of laborers decided to build a
neighborhood based on mutual assistance near Tel
Aviv. They established the neighborhood in 1922 and
named it after Dov Ber Borochov, one of the founders
of the Labor Zionist movement.

Five other neighborhoods were added over time:
Shenkin, Arlozorov, Rambam, Kiryat Yosef and
Me'onot HaPoalim (laborers’ residences). Together,
they formed the foundation of the city. Givatayim was
granted municipal status in 1959. Its name in Hebrew
means “two hills” and stems from the two hills upon
which the city was founded - Borochov and Kozlovsky.
Over time, Givatayim has become one of the most
friendly and highest ranking cities to live in in the Dan
Region and Israel as a whole, particularly for families.

The Givatayim municipal jurisdiction includes 800
acres of land and is home to approximately 64,000
residents (23,000 households). It is one of the most
popular cities in the country, due to its location at the
center of the metropolitan area and thanks to the
make-up of its residents, its achievements in education
and attention to environmental protection. The
high-tech centers in Givatayim attract first-rate
companies and young families who buy homes there
infuse the city with new blood and support active
nightlife and culture.

But Givatayim is much more than just a city.

While continuously developing, Givatayim has
preserved its character as a small city that respects its
past and excels at maintaining a high quality of life for
its residents. The city provides residents with a sense
of security, intimacy and a community atmosphere that
only exists in a place where everyone knows everyone.

In Givatayim, skyscrapers are limited to the outskirts of
the city and the streets are filled with greenery. Urban
policing contributes to increased personal safety, the
education system is one of the best in Israel and
residents enjoy diverse cultural events as well as a
wide array of community services for all ages.
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Residents participated in formulating the recently
approved new municipal masterplan for Givatayim,
which outlines the city’s development in the upcoming
decades. According to the principles of the plan,
Givatayim will continue to be a unique suburb with a
community atmosphere; it will expand the public
transportation infrastructure and commerce and
industry areas, and will balance its needs as a
developing and rejuvenating city with the importance
of maintaining the values of nature, heritage and
sustainability.
