The Standards Institution of Israel is celebrating
100 years since its founding. It is an important
and long-established institution known for its high
quality and professionalism, and plays a central
role in Israel’s economy.

The Institution’s work is intertwined in all aspects
of life — personal, public and business - as it
serves the State by virtue of the Law of Standards
(1953) to ensure the safety and quality of
products and services, public health and quality
of the environment for all Israeli citizens.

The Institution is in charge of setting standards,
the cornerstone to ensuring the quality of
products and services throughout the Israeli
economy, via lab testing and granting “stamp of
approval” certification.

The Standards Institution of Israel began its
journey in Tel Aviv in 1923 as a laboratory that
tested construction materials called “The
Laboratorium for Construction Materials Testing”.
It later moved to its permanent location in the
Ramat Aviv neighborhood and changed its name
to The Standards Institution of Israel, adapting its
role to meet the evolving needs of the Israeli and
international markets.

Over the years, in order to keep up with the
dynamic character of the market, the Institution
established varous different testing labs to ensure
that products meet the required standards. As the
organization in charge of ensuring the quality and
safety of products and services, it has become
part of daily life for all Israelis.

The Institution is an active member of the
international standards organizations 1SO and
IEC. It represents Israel in these organizations
and actively helps to integrate lIsrael into the
global economy - both by participating in the
organizations themselves and by establishing
agreements and maintaining close ties with
testing and certification entities such as IQNet
and IECEE as well as through mutual recognition
agreements with testing labs around the world.

The Standards Institution of Israel employs
experts in diverse fields. These experts possess
unique knowledge and are at the forefront of
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technology in many areas, such as blockchain,
biometry, autonomous vehicles, information
security and cyber, technologies for handling the
water crisis, smart transportation, medical
equipment, fintech, energy and more.

International cooperation, mutual recognition and
adapting standards to similar technologies in
other countries (by adopting international and
European standards) contribute to reducing
technical barriers for trade and ease the
importation of products into Israel.
