and Parks Authority

The Israel Nature and Parks Authority (INPA) is
dedicated to protecting the values of nature,
landscape, and heritage while fostering a
connection between people and their surroundings,
inspired by the principles of Israel's Declaration of
Independence. The Authority safeguards nature,
including natural habitats, the functioning of
ecosystems, and the diversity of flora and fauna,
within nature reserves, national parks, and open
spaces. We strive to preserve and manage the
unigue characteristics of Israel's various regions for
the benefit of all residents, balancing economic,
social, cultural, and environmental needs. The INPA
also preserves heritage and cultural assets in
national parks and nature reserves, developing and
presenting these sites to make them accessible to
the public. Believing in the connection between
people and nature, the landscapes, and the
country's heritage, the INPA works to educate,
involve, and engage the public in the protection of
these values. The INPA collaborates with national
and international partners to shape policies for the
preservation of these assets for current and future
generations. This year marks 60 years of the INPA's
dedication to preserving Israel's nature, landscapes,
wildlife, and heritage.

National Park Manager

National Park Managers at the INPA oversee the
comprehensive management and operation of
national parks while possessing a deep under-
standing of their values. They ensure that visitors
from all segments of the population have a safe,
enjoyable, and meaningful experience, while also
protecting the natural and heritage values of the
site. Responsibilities include maintaining the park's
appearance, making it accessible to the public,
and preserving its natural and cultural resources.
Managers initiate and promote activities for the
public, manage visitor service centers, develop
volunteer programs, and foster community relations.
They are also authorized to enforce laws protecting
natural and heritage values.

Cultural Heritage Conservator

The role of the Cultural Heritage Conservator at the
INPA is to protect and preserve Israel's cultural
heritage for future generations as part of the overall
conservation of nature, landscapes, and heritage.
Responsibilities include identifying and docu-
menting historically and culturally significant
heritage sites, planning and executing conservation
and restoration projects, integrating preservation
into tourism and trail development, educating the
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public on the importance of conserving heritage
sites, collaborating with archaeologists and
conservation professionals, and supervising
maintenance work at these sites. Conservators
handle the physical preservation of ancient and
fragile remains in the field.

Park Ranger

Regional park rangers at the INPA are responsible
for managing areas to conserve nature, landscapes,
and heritage while balancing human interaction.
They oversee open spaces and nature reserves,
protecting all natural aspects (flora, fauna, and
inanimate elements) within their jurisdictions. Park
rangers enforce a wide range of laws, prevent
violations, apprehend offenders, and bring them to
justice. They conduct biological and ecological
surveys, including observations, report preparation,
and preservation documentation. Rangers address
environmental hazards affecting natural resources
and report them. Additionally, they maintain visitor
infrastructure within their areas, such as installing
signs and ensuring safety measures. Rangers
collaborate with a wide range of sectors, including
the public, local communities, the Israel Defense
Forces, emergency services, and various
professional organizations.
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
